This terms topic is ‘Under the sea’ 

In English our focul story will be ‘Commotion in the 
Ocean’ and other non-fiction books linked to under the 
sea creatures. We will be using puppets and  props to re-
enact and recall the story. We will also be concentrating 
on pencil grip and pencil control as we continue ‘writing 
our name’ in our daily routine.  

In Maths we will be exploring 2D and 3D shapes using 
informal and mathematical language: ‘sides’, ‘corners’; 
‘straight’, ‘flat’, ‘round’. We will be describing familiar 
routes. Discussing routes and locations, using words like 
‘in front of’, behind’, over and under. That will then take 
us to understanding position through words such as ;the 
bag is under the table’.
