Reading at home with your child

Reading is vital to children's development and a crucial part of their learning. It is important that we foster an
enjoyment of reading and ensure that children love to read.

and fluency.

We expect the reading book to be carefully used and looked after. Unfortunately, if these books are damaged or

lost a fee of £5 will be charged.

We trust that you will work with us to continue to improve and develop your child’s reading skills so that they can

reach their full potential by the end of Reception.
